LICENSE AGREEMENT 

This License Agreement ("the License") is entered into by and among Pima County ("County"), a body 
politic and corporate of the State of Arizona, the Marana Unified School District ("District") and Wildcat Golf 
Partners, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company and the Lessee of the Crooked Tree Desert Golf 
Course at County's Arthur Pack Regional Park ("Lessee"). 

RECITALS 

The parties wish to cooperate in permitting and regulating District's use of a portion of the parking lot of 
County's Arthur PaGk Regional Park ("the Parking Area"), as well as the access road that links the Parking 
Area to Linda Vista Road ("the Access Road"), as shown on Attachment A. 

AGREEMENT 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth herein, the parties agree as follows: 

1. The initial term of the License shall commence on July 1, 2014, and terminate on June 30, 2019. 
The parties may extend the term of the License by written agreement. District may request extension of the 
term of the License by submitting a formal request in writing to County prior to the expiration of the initial 
term. The decision whether to extend the term of the License shall be at the sole discretion of County. 

2. County hereby permits District to use the Parking Area and the Access Road from 7:00 a.m. to 
4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, for the purpose of providing parking for students attending Mountain 
View High School, under the conditions set forth in this License. 

3. District shall restrict the use of the Parking Area to only Mountain View High School students. 
District shall issue parking permits to students that District authorizes to use the Parking Area. 

4. During approved athletic or special events such as homecoming or football games, County agrees 
to make the Parking Area and the Access Road available to Mountain View High School students and 
others attending such events·, pursuant to a Special use Permit to be issued at no cost to District under the 
conditions of this License Agreement. 

5. Any_ time that District requests a Special Use Permit pursuant to Paragraph 4, above, District shall, 
at the same time, notify the Lessee's manager of District's scheduled use of the Parking Area and Access 
Road.

6. County shall permit Mountain View High School students to exit the Mountain View High School 
parking lot that is adjacent to Linda Vista Road via the Access Road during the hours of 2:30 p.m. to 4:00 
p.m., Monday through Friday, and during special events as described in Paragraph 4, above. District 
agrees to prevent access to the Access Road from the Mountain View High School parking lot at all other 
times. 

7. District's use of the Parking Area and the Access Road is permissive. County may revoke the 
License at any time and for any reason, upon thirty (30) days' written notice to District. 

8. District shall keep the Parking Area and the Access Road clean and in good condition and repair at 
all times. District shall repair promptly any damage done to the Parking Area or to the Access Road by any 
student or other person using the Parking Area or the Access Road pursuant to the License. If District fails 
to repair the Parking Area or the Access Road, County may perform the repairs, and District shall 
reimburse County promptly for any and all costs so incurred. 

9. Except as provided herein, District shall make no alteration to the Parking Area or to the Access 
Road without County's written consent. 

10. District shall be responsible for security in the Parking Area and the Access Road from 7:00 a.m. to 
4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, and during special events as described in Paragraph 4, above. District 
shall ensure that any student or other person using the Parking Area or the Access Road pursuant to the 
License behaves appropriately, and shall act affirmatively to minimize any disturbances to users of the 
Crooked Tree Desert Golf Course. 

11. District shall at all times ensure that Lessee's manager is furnished with the name and contact 
information for the person or persons responsible for responding on behalf of District to any concerns 
Lessee may have with respect to the activities of any person using the Parking Area or the Access Road. 

12. At all times during the term of this Agreement, District shall procure and maintain liability insurance 
coverage for the use of the Parking Area and the Access Road, with limits as follows: Commercial General 
Liability in the amount of not less than $2,000,000 combined, single~limit Bodily Injury and Property 
Damage, or $1,000,000 Bodily Injury, $1,000,000 Property Damage. The District shall cause County and 
Lessee to be added as additional named insureds on such policy, and shall provide County and Lessee 
with a copy of the endorsement showing them as additional insureds. 

13. District covenants that it shall defend, indemnify, and hold County and its officers, agents, and 
employees, as well as Lessee and its officers, agents, and employees harmless from any and all claims, 
demands; causes· of action, complaints, suits, losses, damages, injuries, and liabilities whatsoever 
{including those for costs. expenses, and attorneys' fees) to any person, persons, or property caused or 
occasioned by the use of the Parking Area or the Access Road by District, or by any student or other 
person using the Parking Area or the Access Road pursuant to this License.

14. District shall, in discharging its duties pursuant to this License, comply with all applicable provisions 
of the Americans with Disabilities Act (Public Law 101-336, 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213) and all applicable 
federal regulations under the Act, including 28 CFR Parts 35 and 36. 

15. This License is subject to cancellation for conflict of interest pursuant to A.R.S. section 38-511, the 
pertinent provisions of which are incorporated herein by reference. 

16. District shall not discriminate against any County employee or client, or against any other individual 
in any way because of that person's age, race, creed, color, religion, sex, disability, or national origin in the 
course of discharging its duties pursuant to this License. District shall comply with the provisions of Arizona 
Executive Order 75-5, as amended by Executive Order 99-4, which is incorporated into this License by 
reference as if set forth in full herein.
