


PROCLAMATION 
 
WHEREAS, the Arizona State University School of Social Work established its Tucson 
campus 40 years ago, in 1978, after first offering classes in Pima County in 1972; and 
 
WHEREAS, the ASU School of Social Work – Tucson Campus initially offered courses 
for a Master’s of Social Work Degree then added an undergraduate curriculum for a 
Bachelor’s of Social Work Degree in 1995; and 
 
WHEREAS, the ASU School of Social Work declares its mission is to prepare “social 
work practitioners committed to social justice and to serving and empowering 
individuals, families, and communities. It contributes to the development and 
dissemination of social-work knowledge and skills, and affirms professional values and 
ethics. The school emphasizes understanding and respect for the unique social, political 
and cultural diversity of the Southwest,” and 
 
WHEREAS, the ASU School of Social Work – Tucson Campus has a strong 
collaborative relationship with Pima Community College and the University of Arizona, 
all dedicated to serving Pima County residents; and 
 
WHEREAS, ASU School of Social Work – Tucson Campus graduates have been 
providing professional services and leadership throughout Southern Arizona since 1978. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Pima County Board of Supervisors 
hereby proclaims Friday, October 19, 2018, as the time for all residents of Pima County 
to observe:
